Volunteers are
needed for all kinds of
tasks including: cooking,
serving, delivering, wash-
ing dishes, cleaning up,
making desserts, etc. This
is a project that requires
the support of lots of peo-
ple. In the church entrance
you can sign up for a time
and task that fits your
schedule. And if you can’t
come and work, please
consider making a dessert
for one or more of the
nights.
